2012 SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM

[bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]Six graduating high school seniors may receive academic scholarships from the Farmers Rural Electric Cooperative in 2012. Each scholarship, valued at $1,000, is to be used toward tuition, textbooks and/or required class materials, and is available when the winner enrolls as a full‑time student in the accredited college, university or trade school of his or her choice. Scholarship awards are payable directly to the educational institution upon adequate proof of enrollment.

Farmers RECC continues to make college scholarship awards available to graduating high school seniors as a way of helping deserving young people with the expenses of higher education and also as a means of honoring them for their academic excellence.

A total of six $1,000 college scholarships (one‑time grants) may be awarded as follows: 
Two Awards from Director District I ‑ Comprised of Barren and Edmonson Counties. 
Two Awards from Director District II ‑ Comprised of Hart, Grayson, and Larue Counties. 
Two Awards from Director District III ‑ Comprised of Metcalfe, Green, and Adair Counties.

To be eligible, you must be a high school senior in good standing and your parent or guardian must be a member of and receive electric service from Farmers RECC at their principal place of residence. In addition, each scholarship participant must complete an application form, receive a favorable report from their guidance counselor and English teacher, be involved in school and community activities, attend a personal interview, complete an essay, and agree to abide by the terms and conditions as specified by Farmers Rural Electric Cooperative.

RULES FOR PARTICIPATION


1.	Graduating high school seniors whose parent(s) or guardian is a member of and receives electric service from Farmers RECC at their primary place of residence are eligible. Children of Farmers RECC employees, directors and attorney are not eligible.

2.	Applicants will be enrolled or planning to enroll as a full‑time student in an accredited college, university or trade school of their choice.

3.	Farmers RECC will offer $7,000 in college scholarships this year:
Two Awards from Director District I ‑ Comprised of Barren and Edmonson Counties.
Two Awards from Director District II ‑ Comprised of Hart, Grayson and Larue Counties.
Two Awards from Director District III ‑ Comprised of Metcalfe, Green and Adair Counties.

4.	Each Scholarship Award is a one‑time grant of $1,000 to help cover the cost of higher
	education. Scholarship funds will be paid directly to the educational institution upon written
	proof of enrollment and may be applied toward tuition, housing, books, instructional
	materials, lab fees and other costs directly related to education.

5.	Eligible students must receive a written favorable recommendation from their guidance
counselor and English teacher and will be required to participate in a personal interview conducted 
by Farmers RECC.

6.	Each participant must submit a completed Farmers RECC College Application Form, 2 recent photos, Guidance Counselor written recommendation, English teacher written recommendation and a typewritten 350 ‑ 400 word essay entitled, "How can Farmers RECC members work together to increase energy efficiency and find innovative, affordable solutions that meet America’s energy needs.” All submitted materials will become the property of Farmers RECC and will not be returned. Deadline for entering the competition is March 16, 2012.
	
7.	Essays will be judged on the basis of knowledge of the subject, originality, composition, 	grammar and 	neatness.

8.	Winners will be asked to attend a Farmers RECC Board Meeting and to appear on stage for recognition at the Cooperative's Annual Meeting. Scholarship winners will be required to have photographs taken after school hours at Wilderness Studio in Glasgow at Farmers RECC's expense; pictures will be published in area newspapers and the Kentucky Living Magazine. Winners may also be asked to serve on a Farmers RECC Youth Advisory Committee.

9.	For clarification, Farmers RECC defines an eligible student as: A) a student who, in all probability, will be graduating at the completion of the academic year; B) is actively pursuing enrollment in an acceptable institution of higher learning; C) has established an excellent academic record in high school; D) has been actively involved in extracurricular activities; E) and has demonstrated leadership abilities through community activities.
